Rodney recommends TCB Cleaning be awarded with 

the contract to maintain and clean the facility. 

Merrick Tassin asks, if during a hurricane, will this company will be available to continue 

cleaning.  Rodney Hart confirms that he will make sure they will be available prior to signing 

the contract. 

Merrick Tassin asks if John Evans feels this cost is reasonable. John says he feels this is a 

reasonable price based on his experiences.  General discussion on trustee services and 

TCB Cleaning currently cleaning STPSO Facilities.

9.  Director’s Report 
 

Rodney Hart presented the March 2020 PSAP Call Statistics: 9,612 total 911 calls. All met 
95% under 15 seconds.  All agencies met requirement for 99% of calls answered in 40 
seconds or less.   
 
Rodney Hart presents comparison of March 2019 statistics to March 2020 statistics, in 
relation to COVID-19.  Calls are down in 2020 and during this event. 
 
Rodney Hart discusses COVID-19 at the facility. The District employees are sanitizing daily, 
the building is currently locked down and certain supplies are still very difficult to find. 
Sanitizer has been ordered, along with the Sheriff’s Office, from Buffalo Trace and Sazarac. 
 
Rodney Hart informs the Board that Fire District 1 and the District office has had incidents 
related to COVID-19. Precautions for each are being handled by each agency and their 
affected employees. 
 
Backup Center remodel near completion with only cleanup remaining. 
 
Rodney Hart informs Board of the current status of the District’s Audit and it being handled 
remotely.  Audit completion will be done in person, quarantined in a room away from rest of 
staff and building.

10. Unifire QA Report 

 

Sean Spansel presented the March 2020 UniFire Call Statistics. The total calls dispatched 
for February was 1,222, average phone score 98.67%. Average radio score was 98.69%. 
The average call process time was 46 seconds.  Total 9-1-1 calls, answered was 845. The 
call answer times were acceptable by PIAL/NFPA standards.
